Abt. 1745
Hazzard was born about 1739, probably in Kingston or Exeter, Rhode Island (family tradition).  His probable parents were Edward Willcox and Mercy/Marcy Robinson who were married 5 January 1739, in Westerly, R.I., at which time the father, Edward, was designated as "of Stonington (Conn.)".  Hazzard Willcox belonged to the Wilcox family that first settled in Rhode Island as early as 1633.  His line was Hazard, Edward, Stephen, Stephen, Edward.  This descent is different from a previously accepted line.  Please see Rhode Island Genealogical Register, Oct. 1979, P. 95, with proofs.

16 Aug 1770
Hazzard signed a deed to purchase a lot in the Wallomsac Patent in what is now Rensselaer County, New York, very close to the Vermont state line, and just south of present Washington County, New York.  According to French's Gazetteer of New York, published 1869, Wallomsac Patent contained 12,000 acres on both sides of Wallomsac River, and lying partly in Washington county and Vermont.  It was granted to Edward Collins, James De Lancy, Gerardus Stuyvesant, Stephen Van Rensselaer, Charles Williams, and Frederick Morris.  The deed states in part:

"We, the Subscribers, inhabitants on Land Belonging to George Clarke, Esq., Late Dec'st, have agreed to purchase all the Land belonging to Said Clarke now in the care of ______ Banyar, Esq., Sacretary.  Said Land is in the pattent called wallomsack.  The purchase to be by the bearers hereof: James Babcock and _______ John walworth whome we Depute to act for Each of us and as they agree we purpose to act for the futer ______.

"Witness Each of our hands this 16th of Aug 1770.

10 May 1771
Hazard Willcocks listed as grantee of a 21-year lease for land, Lot 6, 400 acres Walloomscoik Patent, Albany County, New York.  Grantor: John DeLancey.  The rent to be “fifty Spanish Mill'd Dollars of Spanish pieces of eight or the value thereof in current money of New York on the 1st of May each year.” 

(* During the 1770’s both New York claimed the New Hampshire and area we now know as Vermont.)

9 May 1772
Hazard Wilcox of Bennington, Albany County, New York declared that he lived on the patent of Wallumschak (sic) about seventeen miles from the Hudson River.  Documentary History N Y 974.7H

1775
Son - Hazzard Willcox, Jr. born in Waloomscoik Patent, New York.

In Committee of Safety minutes for the County of Albany, Hazzard Willcox is cited several times between 1775 and 1777 for his "Tory attitude".


17 Aug 1777
Battle of Bennington



After Burgoyne's surrender at Saratoga, Capt. Willcox made his way to Canada with some of the troops who escaped.  


10 Dec 1777
Captain Hazzard listed with others including Peter Van Alstine in Return of Conventioneers, Quebec.  Also listed with Royalists Names at Point a Trumble n. d. (sic).  Peter Van Alstine was listed as a Captain in a Return of Conventioneers in Quebec City.  Most of the 26 men accompanying Van Alstine, including Capt. Hazzard Willcox, were associates of the Captain during their militant struggle around Kinder-hook.  From Quebec City, the Van Alstine group moved up the St. Lawrence River to Point au Tremble.  However, there being no accommodation for further employment, Van Alstine prepared his group to leave for New York City.  In New York they could again be useful in the war effort.  They returned to Quebec City after their first winter of exile and prepared to return during the summer of 1778.  Described as a 'Party of Royalists' under command of Mr. Peter Van Alstine going to New York on the Mary, the group consisted of 21 ordinary men and eight gentlemen.  On the Dec 13, 1779 Van Alstine's' wife Alida, being in a destitute state appealed to the authorities to join her husband in New York.

Feb 1780
"In February, 1780, an American force was posted in and about "Young's House," a dwelling in the town of Mount Pleasant in the turbulent county of Westchester, New York.  It consisted of five companies of Connecticut troops under Lieutenant Colonel Joseph Thompson of Massachusetts, Captain Abraham Watson's company of the 3rd Massachusetts, Captain Moses Robert's company of the 13th Massachusetts, Captain Lieutenant Michael Farley's company of the gth Massachusetts, and Captain James Cooper's of the 14th Massachusetts, perhaps 450 men in all.

"In the night of February 2 a British force composed of the four flank companies of the 1st and 2nd regiments of the Guards, a hundred Hessians, a party of jagers, some of the mounted, and 40 mounted Westchester Tories of Colonel James DeLancy's regiment, 450 foot soldiers and 100 horsemen in all, commanded by Colonel Norton of the Guards, set out from near Fort Knyphausen (formerly Fort Washington) to attack the post at Young's House.  An American sergeant's guard on picket duty fired upon the van of the enemy but were all captured.  Colonel Thompson, having been advised of the enemy's approach, formed his own force in front of the house to withstand them, placing the four other companies on his flanks.  When the British came within gunshot, there was a hot exchange of fire for about fifteen minutes.  But Norton flanked the American left and occupied an orchard behind the house.  Thus surrounded, the Americans gave way; some took refuge in the house; the rest retreated, pursued by the mounted Tories.  The grenadiers of the Guards forced the house, killed or captured all its occupants, and burned it.

"The American loss was 14 killed, among whom was Captain Roberts, 37 wounded, and 76 taken prisoner, including Joseph Young, the owner of the house, Coloney Thompson, Captain Watson and Captain-Lieutenant Farley, two lieutenants and two ensigns.  The British lost but 5 killed and 18 wounded."

5 Feb 1780
"Last Wednesday night, a party consisting of four flank companies of the Guards, detachments from two Hessian Battalions, some mounted Jagers and mounted refugees, all under command of Colonel Norton of Guards proceeded in a number of sleighs to Young's house near the White Plains, information having been received that a body of about two hundred rebels had taken post there.

"At nine the next morning (the sleighs being sent back) the troops stormed the house and charging a body of the enemy advantageously posted in the orchard, the former was carried and burnt, and the latter being defeated, the object of the excursion became perfect.

"The loss of the enemy consisted in between 40 and 50 killed and ninety seven prisoners, amongst the former a Captain and the latter Col. Thompson of the 10th Massachusetts regiment, a Major and several subalterns, all of whom were yesterday brought to this City.  The loss of our troops were 5 men killed and 18 wounded.

"Further particulars will be announced in our next paper.  The Refugees in the above service were commanded by Col. James DeLancy.  Their behavior was highly applauded by all the British and German troops."

Account found in the Wright Family file (Ontario Archives) of an account originally published in New York City in the Royalist Gazette, edited by James Rivington, and dated February 5, 1780, (Saturday).






Feb 1780
Capt. Willcox sent for his family to come to New York City.  Eunice Willcox arrived in White Plains, New York with four children to be with Hazzard in the war on the day he was mortally wounded.  Hazzard Jr. would have turned three years old on Dec 25, 1878.  They may have had five children, the record is not clear.


3 Feb1779/80*
Hazard died White Plains, NY He was mortally wounded 9 days before while storming the house of Mr. Youngs.  See also Sarah's petition.  

*Probably old style 1st quarter date (1780).


16 Feb 1780
"On Monday morning died of the wounds he received on the 3rd Inst. in the attack on the rebels near the White Plains, Capt. Hazard Willcox of the Royal Refugee Volunteers.  Same evening his retrains were interred, attended by a numerous acquaintance, who lamented the loss of this truly brave subject.

"He was inhabitant of the County of Albany, where he improved a valuable farm, on which the action in August 1777, under the command of Col. Baum, happened, from whence he retreated with a number of Loyalists who had escaped the fact of that day to Lieut. Gen. Burgoyne's camp, where he acted during that campaign as Captain of Pioneers, and after the convention returned to Canada, from whence he proceeded to this garrison by sea.

"From the most early period of this rebellion, he manifested the most unshaken loyalty, and in many instances braved the insults of the rebels.  Supported by feelings of conscious rectitude, he never repined or regretted at the sacrifices he made of his property.  When public service required, he was always ready to hazard his life in its promotion.  This disposition and ardor of his wishes to suppress rebellion excited him to attach himself to the gallant corps of Mounted Refugees, under the command of Col. DeLeancey (sic), when with the Royal Guards they charged a large body of rebels and routed them; in this attack he received three wounds, under which he languished eleven days, leaving a disconsolate widow and five (sic) orphans, who came to him a few hours after he received his wounds, and who during his absence of near three years, had suffered every species of distress from the insulting rebel."

(I believe Hazard Jr. was raised by Sarah who later married Freebom Watson.  My theory is that when Hazard Jr's daughter Clarissa (who was 8 or 9 when Hazard Jr., died) had her father sealed in the LDS Church records to Sarah as the only mother he ever knew, unaware of the problems this would cause.  - Dian Little)


14 Jul 1783
Hazard Willcox's estate confiscated.  Listed as Name: Willcox, Hazard, Town: Dist. Hosick, County: Albany, Occupation: Yeoman, Indictment When Found: 22.1.4, Judgement When Signed: 14-7-1783.

Oct 1784
A Muster of Loyalists and others settling with Michael Grass at Township No I and Peter Van Alstine at Township No 4, Cataraqui (Ontario).  The list includes names of men who settled near Hazard's children in Upper Canada.  Among the most active of the Provincial Regiments of the British Army; the name given to the Loyalist regiments, were the King's Rangers, the Royal Fencible Americans, the Queens Rangers, the New York Volunteers, The King's American Regiment, the Maryland Loyalists, DeLancey's Battalions.


5 Mar 1791
On the petition of Sabiah Wright daughter of Captain Hazard Wilcox, alluded to in the 35th Article of the aforementioned Journals, His Lordship with the advice of the Council is pleased to order that the Surveyor General report a Survey of Eight Hundred Acres to be granted to her, in such part of the District of Luneburg ... as may open for Location, in conformity to the General Rules and Regulations.

1 Jun 1797
The Petition of William Willcox - "That your petitioner now a resident in the Eastern District, is the oldest son and heir of Captain Hazard Willcox, deceased ... petitioner has resided in this Providence more than fourteen years."

(Later listed as a resident of Ernest Town.)

Certified by Johua Booth that Capt Hazard Wilcox belonged to Colonel James DeLancey's Regt. of Volunteers at King's Bridge where he received his deaths wound at White Plains...that he saw him there with three of four children. (Written in pencil: Phoebe Wilcox is the wife of William Wilcox).


27 Dec 1810
Sabrah Wilcox Purdy's Petition of Yonge:

"To his Excellency Francis Gore Esquire, Lieutenant Governor of the Province of Upper Canada, in council that her brother William Wilcox and sister Sarah Watson are of Ernest town Hazard Jr. is of Loughborough. she continues..."Our father at the commencement of the American Revolutionary War, lived on and owned a farm, of about 500 acres of land, near Bennington in what is now Vermont...which farm was the scene of the battle, commonly called the battle of Bennington ... My father... suffered many injuries and much personal abuse.  His valuable farm was confiscated, and his personal property, including a stock of more than 100 head of cattle, was principally lost ... he left to join the army under General Burgoyne, under whom, he served during that campaign, and after the surrender of that army withdrew into Canada ... until he went from thence to New York where he was a Captain of Dragoons in DeLancy's corps ... until his death.  At great expense he sent for his family who repaired to New York in the year 1779.  Among the rest of the family, my brothers and sister above ... and myself, went with our mother to New York.  The very day of our arrival Capt. Wilcox, my father ... received wounds of which he died nine days afterwards in New York and was buried with military honors ... my beloved mother, overcome with grief and distress, languished a few months and then died ... Some years afterwards ... I with my late husband, Amos Wright petitioned for a grant of land ... and as a daughter of a Loyalist Captain ... obtained a grant of 800 acres ... signed Sabruh Purdy."


19 Jul 1796
Amos Wright husband of Sabrah Wilcox died suddenly in Augusta, age 35.


28 Aug 1797
William Willcox was married to Sabra Fairfield daughter of William Fairfield, Justice of the Peace by the Rev. John Langhorn who baptized William, son of Hazard & Eunice Wilcox of Augusta on the same day.

Sabiah Wright, dau of Capt. Hazard Wilcox granted 800 acres in Lunenburg.  (Petitions p. 173 RG 1 A-1-1Vola)


14 May 1793
William & Hazard Wilcox, Jr. petitioned for 800 acres, the same as their sister ... in Granville, Upper Canada.

1 Jan 1800
William Willcocks, Commission appointing him a Judge in the Home District Court.

1803
William Willcox who had married Sabra, Daughter of William Fairfield, Sr. in 1797, purchased lot 7 in Bath, Ont.  Edward Jessup drew 123 acres in the west half of Lot 8 in Ernestown.

(Mary Young Wilcox told my father that she was born in Bath; he assumed in New York.  Ernestown in Ontario. is now known as Bath.  Dian Little)


8 Mar 1808
From York Hazard Wilcox, U. E. Loyalist of Loughborough wrote to the board that he had received 200 acres of land but by and unforeseen accident the Members ... had neglected to sign the certificate, by which means he was deprived of his location.


27 Dec 1810
Sabra Willcox Purdy's Testimonial:

"I, Sabra Purdy, wife of William Purdy, of York in the District of Johnstown, of lawful age, being duly sworn, depose and say that I am well acquainted with William Wilcox, of Ernest Town, Hazard Wilcox, of Loughboough, and Sarah Watson of said Ernest Town, in the Midland District, in the Province of Upper Canada, who are my brothers and sister, and the children of Captain Hazard Wilcox, the said William being the oldest son, and all three of more than twenty-one years age.  The said Captain Wilcox, our father, at the commencement of the American Revolutionary war, lived on and owned a farm, of about five hundred acres of land, near Bennington in what is now Vermont State, which farm was the scene of battle, commonly called the battle of Bennington.  My father adhered to the cause of his Britannic Majesty, and for thus adhering to his Sovereign, suffered many injuries and, much personal abuse.  His valuable farm was confiscated, and his personal property, including a stock of more than a hundred head of cattle, was principally lost, part of it being applied to the use of his Majesty's enemies.  Before the Bennington battle, he left his home to join the army under General Burgoyne, under whom he served during the campaign and after the surrender of the army withdrew into Canada, and resided there, until he went from thence round to New York, where he was Captain of Dragoons in DeLancy's Corps, and served in that rank and corps until his death.  At great expense he sent for his family, who repaired to New York in the year 1779.(*)  Among the rest of the family, my brothers and sister above named and myself, went with our mother to New York.  The very day of our arrival, Capt. Wilcox, my father, while fighting at the lead of his company in a skirmish, received several wounds, of which he died nine days afterwards in New York and was buried with military honors, as a Captain.  I was present at his death, and so were my brothers and sister above named.  He left his papers and affairs in a state of derangement, his family unprotected, and his widow, my beloved mother, overcome with grief and distress languished a few months and then died and neither he nor his family ever received any compensation for his heavy losses incurred by his adherence to his natural allegiance.  Some years afterwards, having removed into this Province, I with my late Husband, Amos Wright, petitioned for grant of land to me, as a settler and as a daughter of a Loyalist Captain, in his Majesty's service, and obtained a grant of eight hundred acres, six hundred as a settler in the Province.  But according to the best of my knowledge and belief the land, to which my father was entitled, has not yet been granted to anybody, nor has either of said brothers or sister received any grant land, as children of our said father Capt. Hazard Wilcox, deceased.

Deposition made by a person who knew either/or both Capt.  Hazard Willcox and his children:

"I, Christopher Lake, of Loughborough in the Midland District and Province of Upper Canada, of lawful age, being duly sworn, depose and say that I am well acquainted with William Willcox, of Ernest Town, in Midland District, who is the eldest son of Captain Hazard Willcox, deceased, and with Sarah Watson, of said Ernest Town, deceased's daughter, and Hazard Willcox of Loughborough, aforesaid, who is another son of the said Capt. Willcox.  That I was also acquainted with the said Capt. Hazard Willcox, now deceased.  He lived and owned a very valuable farm near Bennington in what is now the State of Vermont, being the tract of land on which the battle, called Bennington battle, was fought.  That I resided within two miles of his said place of residence.  That he joined the British standard under General Burgoyne, and served as a Captain in the army commanded by that general.  I was in the same army and saw the said Captain Willcox there, heard him called Captain, and saw him actually commanding a company, as their Captain, that after the surrender of the army, I was informed he retired to Canada, where he continued to reside until he went to New York, to join his Majesty's army, that his very valuable farm was confiscated, and that his personal estate, particularly a large stock of cattle, horses and sheep, which I know he possessed, was principally lost, being part of it taken for the use of his Majesty's forces, and part of it taken by his Majesty's enemies. Deposition made by a person who knew either/or both Capt.  Hazard Willcox and his children:

"I, Michael Sleet, of Loughborough in the Midland District, of lawful age, being duly sworn, depose and say that I was well acquainted with Captain Hazard Willcox, deceased, and know that he was a Loyalist and a Captain in his Britannic Majesty's service in the American Revolutionary war, having myself been an officer in the same service with him.  I saw him after he was mortally wounded in an attack upon a party of his Majesty's enemies.  He died in New York.  Just before he died, his wife and children arrived from the Country.  I am also acquainted with William Willcox, of the Township of Ernest Town, Yeoman, who is the eldest son of said Captain Willcox, and with Hazard Willcox, of Loughborough, aforesaid, Yeoman, another son of said Captain Willcox, who are both of full age of twenty-one years. "I, James Parret, of the Township of Ernest Town in the Midland District and Province of Upper Canada, Esquire, of lawful age, being duly sworn, depose and say that I was well acquainted with Capt. Hazard Willcox, deceased.  Having before and until the commencement of the Revolutionary war, been a neighbor to him, and I know that he was a staunch Loyalist, He joined the Royal Standard at the Battle of Bennington, which was fought on his farm.  He was in the army commanded by General Burgoyne.  Being in the same army myself, I saw him and knew that he acted as a Captain and after the surrender of that army, the said Captain Willcox, came into Canada, where I saw him, and where he continued until he went thence to go to New York, and I understand he was killed there in actual service, being in the rank of Captain. Sarah Watson, daughter of Hazard & Eunice petitioned for land from the Crown.  Hazard's oldest daughter, Sarah stated in her Petition that "her father ... at the commencement of the American Revolutionary war, owned and lived on a farm of about five hundred acres of land in the vicinity of Bennington. - 

"His Excellency Francis Gore, Esquire, Lieutenant Governor of the Province of Upper Canada, in Council:

"The Petition of Sarah Watson, of Ernest Town, in Midland District, humbly showeth that she is a daughter of Captain Hazard Willcox deceased, a Loyalist, whose name she believes to be on the U.E. List.  That her said father lived on a farm of about five hundred acres of land in the vicinity of Bennington, in what is now the state of Vermont, which farm was the place where the battle commonly known by the name of the Bennington battle was fought.  That he adhered to his native allegiance to his Britannic Majesty, and joined the Royal Standard under General Burgoyne, and by his fidelity to his soverign lost his valuable farm and most of his personal estate, and never obtained any compensation thereof.  That he served in the army commanded by General Burgoyne, until it surrendered, and then withdrew into Canada, where he resided until he went from thence round to New York, sending for his family to join him in year 1779, of which family your Petitioner was one, and accompanied her mother to New York.  That on the very day of their arrival, our father, the said Captain Wilcox, while bravely fighting for his King, at the head of his Company, received three wounds, of which he died nine days afterwards in New York.  Your Petitioner with her mother and the rest of the family being present at his death.  That his papers and affairs were left in a state of derangement, and his family, without protection and in distress. Your Petitioner's mother, overwhelmed with grief, languished a few months, and then died, leaving your Petitioner, then only eighteen years of age to take care of the family, consisting of four children all younger than herself, bereaved of both of their parents, and deprived of all their estate, by the war, in which they engaged on the side of their lawful sovereign.  Your Petitioner, having encountered many difficulties in providing for herself and her orphan brothers and sister, has lived to be the mother of five children, and has not received any land or orders for land from the Crown, and having now removed into this Province, to spend the remainder of her days, prays your excellency in Council to grant her, as the daughter of a Loyalist Captain, six hundred acres of the waste land of the Crown, being the quantity of land to which she is entitled by the bounty of that King, for which her father fought and bled; and permit William Willcox, of the Township of Ernest Town, Yeoman, to locate the same and take out the deed when completed. I certify that Augustus Seeley Father of Sarah Willcox of Loughborough formerly resided in the Township of Lancaster, but at the time of his decease he lived in Elizabethtown.  Witness my hand.

William Willcox's Petition:

"To his Excellency, Francis Gore, Esquire, Lieutenant Governor of the Province of Upper Canada, in Council:

"The Petition of William Willcox of Ernest Town, in the Midland District, Province of Upper Canada, Yeoman, humbly showeth that your Petitioner, as oldest son of Capt. Hazard Willcox, deceased, a U.E. Loyalist, who was a Captain in his Britannic Majesty's service in the American Revolutionary war--that before and until the said war, your petitioner's said father was seized and possessed of a valuable farm of about five hundred acres of land near Bennington in what is now the State of Vermont, on which farm the battle of Bennington was fought--that the said Hazard Willcox, having suffered much injury on account of his loyalty, joined the Royal Standard before the said battle and was with his Majesty's troops engaged in said battle, it being in the year of our Lord 1777 -- he served as a Captain in his Majesty's army under General Burgoyne, and after the surrender of that army, withdrew to Canada, where he resided until he went to New York and served there as a Captain in DeLancy's Corps of Loyalists, and in an attack upon a party of his Majesty's enemies was mortally wounded and died nine days afterwards in New York intestate -- that his farm was confiscated and most of his personal estate, among which was a stock (herd) of about a hundred head of cattle, was lost by the war, and no compensation therefor was ever obtained -- that his family was in New York at the time of his death, having arrived there the very day he received his mortal wound -- that his widow, your petitioner's mother, overwhelmed with grief, languished a few months and died, and your Petitioner and the rest of the children were left destitute and distressed -- Your Petitioner has resided in this Province more than fourteen years -- That no land, or order for land was granted to the said Captain Hazard Willcox, in his life time, or has been since granted on his account, although his name has been placed on the U.E. List.  Wherefore your Petitioner, as the oldest son and heir of said Captain Willcox, prays your Excellency will be pleased to grant three thousand acres, or such other quantity of the vast land of the Crown, as ought to be granted, as the allowance of the said Captain Hazard Willcox, and order the grant thereof to be made to your Petitioner, as the heir of the said deceased, your Petitioner being of full age of twenty-one years, and having taken the oath of allegiance, as will appear by the annexed certificate, and your Petitioner, as duty bound, will pray is

That Mrs. Willcox came about the same time I saw her there at the above-mentioned with three or four children.

Jul 1832
Sarah Wilcox Watson died in Whitby, Ont, "in the 70th year of her age."

William Willcox died in Lansdowne, Ontario, aged 75.  He had operated a tannery at the west end of Bath for some years.  William and Sabra had one girl and two boys, the first boy dying within two years.  Daughter Clara later married Marshall Spring Bidwell, a well-known lawyer and politician. (Reference a letter from Cynthia R Flavell, Bath Museum Committee).


3 Apr 1860
In a letter from Abraham Wright, son of Amos Wright and Sabrah Wilcox, in his 73rd year, to his son Amos Wright, Abraham stated that he was born in Newhaven near where Bennington battle was fought on his grandfather Willcox's farm.


22 Mar 1886
John Stephen Manuel Wilcox, late of Whitby in the County of Ontario ... died on or about 22 Mar 1886.  Administrator - Hasard W Willcox of Whitby.
