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Land Record
Application being made to Goldsborow Banhar Esq. Attorney for George Clarke Esq. in behalf of settlers on Mr Clarkes share of Wallumscock in Albany County in tenderness and favour to them he proposes as follows.:
1. That he will sell and convey Mr Clark's share of Wallumscock at 20 [illeg] an acre to Comfort Curtis, Asa Flint, Seth Chase, Daniel Wing, Seth Porter, Samuel Gardnear, James Babcock, John Walworth and Hazard Wilcox who have now made application for the same in fee.
2. Provided that not only James Brakenridge who hath also made application to MR Banyar but every other person actually settled and having a tenement and dwelling house upon the said lands shall have a rigaht each of them to their possession of improvements with the extent of one hundred acres of land or more as shall be agreed within square lines surrounding or adjoining the same on paying a price for the same according to the quality of the land which shall so fall to their several shares; in just proportion as the quality of the said land to be set apart for them bears to twenty shillings an acre for the whole track the whole to be estimated as new land independent of improvements and if the settlers not parties hereto cannot agree with such as are parties respecting their the quantity they ought to have or the value of their overall lots then quantity as well as the value therof in the proportion aforesaid  shall be settled and determined by three indifferent men or the major part of them no to be chosen by the settlers parties to these presents another by the settlers parties to these presents another by the settler—concerning this value of whose lot the difference shall arise and the third by the two arbitrators as to be chosen.
3. But it is to be understood that if the settlers  not parties hereto shall not consent in writing to accept of the terms herby provide for their protection within one month after they shall have notice of this proposal. That then the reservation hereby made in their favour shall cease and determine and this proposal as to him so reprising shall operate only for the benefit of the settlers parties hereto. 

4. The parties hereto who are settlers shall give notice of their acceptance of this proposal to Mr Banyar within three months from the date; and in case of their acceptance shall be entitled to a conveyance of the premises to be executed on the first day of May nest or sooner if they require. The same upon condition that they shall pay one third part of the said consideration money at the execution of such conveyance and occure (sic) the residue of the said consideration by their bond and a  mortgage upon the premises (sic) at the periods following to wit and half of such residue on first day of May next which will be the year of our Lord 1772 and the other half therof on the first day of May 1773. The two last payments to bear lawful interest from the Execution of the Conveyance of the premises (sic)!

5. Mr Clarke will covenant to return the consideration money if the purchasers should be evicted in a Course of Law.
6. Wheras Mr Banyar sometime since gave written proposal for the sale of the premises (sic) to Mr Samuel Gardineer of some person living near or a Wallumscock and that proposal is not produced nor the terms of it will remembered to therefore reserves the Liberty of those former proposals should be found if they appear incompatible with these presents or bind him in right or conscience to perform the same; to annul their present offer and agreement. The parties to whom the land shall be conveyed preying the 2nd d rents already due and to become due ant to hold the lands subject to the terms of the letters patent for the same under the seal of the province of New York witness my hand in the city of New York the twenty seventh day of Augus 1770

After that they were to pay a yearly rent of 2 shillings six pence sterling for every 100 acres of land to be paid on the day of the feast of the Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin Mary commonly called Lady Day.
