Misinformation:
Names & places I recommend be deleted from records: Marion Maxson, Sabra Watson, Van Ziele/ Ziele.  Schaghticoke NY as a birth place.
I have never found documentation in any form for the name Sabra Watson. There is documentation for Eunice Wilcox.  She is identified as William Willcox's mother in the Parish Register of Reverend John Langhorn, Anglican Missionary – Bath. 

Hazard Wilcox's death date is 1780, not 1779. Google his name and see the news report of his death. The old calendar the first three months were entered as the previous year. 
Augustus Seeley lived in Saratoga, not Schaghticoke. Confiscation of his property in Saratoga is documented. Only the younger children were baptized in the Protestant Dutch Reformed church as were many members of  the Brisbin and Young families. They were Scotch Irish, None of them lived in Schaghticoke. There is documentation that Elizabeth Young, daughter of James and Hannah Snyder was born in Saratoga.
Modern Technology 

Thanks to Clair Seeley, of Renfrew, Ontario, a descendant of Augustus, we know that Augustus Seeley was a descendant of William and Alyce Bissell Seeley of Warwickshire, England. Clair's   DNA test linked Augustus to Obadiah Seeley (SGS # 4).  Please see the >Seeley-Society.net< site for information.  It is time now to change your records so he is no longer linked to the Schenectady, NY Dutch Van Zieles. 

We always knew Hazard Jr. was raised by his older sister. We now know Paul Gardiner [is there a connection to Eunice] was Hazard's first guardian and that Paul transferred guardianship to Freeborn Watson, husband of Hazard's oldest sister Sarah. [Thanks to Karl Weiler]
We also know that Hazard and Sarah came back into the states around the time the War of 1812 began. Being the area where they were living was definitely a hot spot, probably because of the war starting or the rumors of its beginning that they left.

On June 4, 1812, the U.S, House of Representatives voted for a declaration of war against Great Britain. Two weeks later the U.S, Senate voted for the declaration of war. President James Madison signed the bill on June 18, 1812, and the war officially began. Diplomats in Ghent, Belgium signed the Treaty of Ghent on December 14, 1814 to end the war, but it wasn't until February 17, 1815, President Madison signed the American ratification of the treaty.

But regardless of using either 1814 or 1815 for ending the war, in Sarah Seeley Willcox's petition it states they were in Loughborough  [I've been there] as of June 30, 1811 and their sixth child, Jonathan Hazard  Willcox was born January 26, 1813 in Marion County, Missouri. So they actually came back to America within this 19 month span of June 30, 1811 (one year before it began) and January 26, 1813 (seven months after it began).
 After several moves including Carmi, Ill and Saline Co. Ark they bought property in Palmyra, MO., the land record signed by John Quincy Adams.  We know his estate was settled there. We can thank Karl Weiler for these new details.
His web search found the land record.  
With modern technology we can easily determine if ordinances are completed. For example, Sarah Seeley Wilcox received her own endowment in the Nauvoo Temple the same day as John H.O. Willcox, Clarissa and Justus W. Seely. But it has been repeated many times. In fact since 1991 when we began to clear our own names her work has been repeated at least nine times.

Augustus Seeley's children and grandchildren's work has been done. We have yet to find Augustus' father and mother and complete their work.

John Henry Owen Wilcox's ancestors are completed. Mary Young's ancestors are completed back to and including Amos and Anna Duncan Bennett.

It is still necessary to locate Amos Bennett's ancestry. While I was in Orange County NY and Asylum, PA. recently I learned there is a possibility that Amos Bennett was a Quaker. There is a need to research early Rhode Island records to prove or disprove that possibility. It is likely Anna Duncan was born in Scotland and may have been the sister of John Duncan, a neighbor in Goshen, NY. We located the cemetery where Amos and Anna are likely buried. [More later about this, I have pictures]
